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Women were undeniably instrumental in the 
fight to protect ancient forests during the Timber 
Wars, yet historians and movement scholars have 
overlooked their contributions. Their actions, 
informed by a feminist intersectionalism that 
rejected misanthropy, machismo, patriotism and 
anti-labor biases, would come to be the most 
important examples of eco-defense in North 
America.  This panel explores their contributions 
and highlights the confluence of feminism and 
eco-defense in past and present struggles to save 
the redwoods.
